1) Collect 5ml of ACD Aphaeresis G-PB collected from a G-PB donor into a 14  ml BD sterile Polypropylene Falcon tube (Catalog number: 352096) provided in the package for Dr. Schultz’s Lab under sterile conditions. 


	G-BM donors:

2) Collect 10 ml of G-BM collected from a G-BM Donor into a 14 ml BD sterile Polypropylene Falcon tube (Catalog number: 352096) provided in the package for Dr. Schultz’s Lab under sterile conditions.
3) Draw 20 ml of G-BM Donor’s Peripheral Blood into 4 tubes (7 ml Na Heparinized green top tubes) for Dr. Schultz’s Lab.
